Varsity Season is specifically for year groups 1-6. It lasts for 4 weeks, from 1st June to 26th June, 

and is made up this year of the following events: 

• w/b 1st June - Year 1-6 ‘Sports Days’ at Individual Schools 

o All pupils compete in their own school’s Sports Days to win individual bronze, 

silver and gold medals, as well as the chance to win their school’s House Sports Day 

Trophy.  

o Sports Day dates have already been communicated by individual schools. 

• w/b 8th June - Handball Events (Years 1-3) 

o Pupils in years 1-3 will be selected to represent the school in Handball Competitions 

taking place after school. 

• Friday 19th June - Partnership Games (Years 4-6) 

o The top three boys and girls in each of our three school’s Sports Day events (Sprint, 

Jump and Throw) will compete against each other at our first ‘Partnership Games’.  

• Staff Competition 

Points from all of these events will be added together to determine the winning school for Varsity 

Season 2026, which will be revealed in our Varsity Results assemblies on Friday the 26th June 

2026.  

We hope that Varsity Season brings a sense of fun and competition to our children. We do believe 

it is important that pupils experience competition. However, our Sports Days are also inclusive – 

all children, whatever their needs, are able to take part. And whilst we do think it is important 

there are individual medal winners of events, all pupil participation is turned into points that go 

towards their school House Sports Trophy and the Partnership Varsity Season Trophy.
